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 The other day Garrett, my son-in-law, and I took my 
grandkids over to Morro Bay to check out the Kite Festival.  
Before we went out to the beach, we went through McDonald’s 
for some lunch.  After going through the drive-thru, we finally 
made it to the beach.  There were so many people there that day, 
parking was absolutely crazy.  After finding a parking spot, we 
opened up the back hatch of the car and had the kids sit in the 
back to eat their lunch and stay out of the cold wind. 

 After eating, Garrett took Liam and went to look at the 
kites.  I, on the other hand, stayed back with Ellie and asked her 
if she wanted to take her last chicken nugget with her as we 
went to look at the kites.  This was her response: “No, festivals 
always have food.”  While I was not sure how many “festivals” 
she had actually attended, the ones she did attend must have had 
food vendors. 

 She was right, there was food and we ended up with a 
big bag of caramel popcorn, still hot from the huge pot they 
cooked it in.  I think it was her expectation, that although we 
had just eaten our lunch, food would still be available for us to 
purchase.  And while she was not interested in a hot dog or 
chips, the popcorn did smell so good, so we got in line to place 
our order. 

 We all have expectations.  Our expectations can be high 
or low, good or bad, reasonable or unreasonable, based on good 
information or false assumptions.  One writer comments, 
“Expectations are beliefs that come from a person’s thought 
process when examining evidence. We see the eastern sky grow 
pink, for example, and so we expect to soon see the sun. Our 
expectations are not always correct because of flaws in our logic 
and the bias of hope and desire. Sometimes, we “get our hopes 
up” based on a false premise or a misreading of the evidence. 
Often, we form expectations automatically, without conscious 
effort. When expectations are not met, pain ensues, and we 
often place blame on something or someone who did not live up 
to our expectations—even if our expectations were 
unreasonable.”  (Gotquestions.org). 

 The Bible teaches us to have expectations, especially 
concerning God.  Psalm 65:5 “My soul, wait thou only upon 
God; for my expectation is from him.” (KJV)  The word 
“expectation” means “hope or the thing we live 
for.” (Interlinear)  We find our hope in and help from God.  Ps 
46:1 “God is our refuge and strength, a very present help in 
trouble.” (NASU) 

 The Bible helps us form our expectations about God.  
One thing we find from scripture about God is this, His love is 
unchanging.  It is based on His nature and not ours.  It comes 
from a pure heart, and not one that is corrupt like ours.  His love 
does not serve Himself, but serves the need of mankind.  Even 
when we were sinners, Christ died for us.  So His love is not 
based on our love for Him, but rather, His love for us.  Romans 
8:38-39 “For I am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor 

angels, nor principalities, nor things present, nor things to come, 
nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor any other created thing, 
will be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in 
Christ Jesus our Lord.” (NASU) 

 Another expectation we can have concerning our 
relationship with God is this: He never will leave us, nor forsake 
us.  As self-sufficient as we think we are, there are always those 
moments when we need God in our lives, and His promise to us 
is that He will be there for us.  Matthew 28:19-20 “Go therefore 
and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the 
name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, teaching 
them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo, I am with 
you always, even to the end of the age." (NASU) 

 A third expectation concerning God is this: He will 
bring us into His presence one day.  If we are true believers, this 
is a promise we look forward to one day.  Life can be hard, full 
of broken promises and unfulfilled dreams.  But when it comes 
to God, He sees beyond this world and looks forward to the 
world to come.  He looks forward to the moment He brings us 
into His presence, and sets us free from all that entangles us in 
this world of heartache and pain.  John 14:2-3 "In My Father's 
house are many dwelling places; if it were not so, I would have 
told you; for I go to prepare a place for you.  "If I go and 
prepare a place for you, I will come again and receive you to 
Myself, that where I am, there you may be also.” (NASU) 

 Search the scriptures.  Find God’s promises.  Build your 
expectations of God from the word of God and not on human 
assumptions.
